 I can’t stress the importance of memorizing the math facts. I know that this was also asked for in the 2nd grade. According to multiple studies in order for your child to be successful with algebra in the future a solid foundation of facts is essential. Data from our ITBS this year and previous Ks assessments show that math computation is our area of weakness throughout the school. Your help at home is vital to change this. We do not have time in our school day to practice facts. All I ask is that you spend 5-10 min. a night to help. We cannot hope to change this data unless we have your support at home. You can use flash cards, computer, or card games as a way to practice facts.

Please don’t wait until the last minute to check on your child’s monthly book project. It defeats the whole purpose of this assignment if it is done in 1-2 nights. Then they should take some time to put some thought and creativity into each project.

They should also practice their presentation in front of you to make sure they can pronounce all the words and give an effective report.
